World wide only 12 candidates will be selected to compete at the Youth Olympic Games. Only one male  and one female candidate from Africa will compete at the Youth Olympic Games, 14-16 August, Singapore. We are waiting for confirmation from the FIG that Reinhard is Africa’s candidate. 
YOG   - FEMALE  SECTION
RSA  entered two candidates both from TUKS, coached by Tiaan.
They did extremely well and was placed 1st and 2nd, regretfully none of the female competitors obtained the qualifying mark.
In the 1st Place was Lanthe Louw. The qualifying mark for ladies was 29.5 for the voluntary routine  -  Lanthe scored 29.1!
In the 2nd place was Christine Hansen. Regretfully Christine could not obtain the qualifying mark in the YOG qualifier  -  however, in the Africa Championships she scored 30.10 for the voluntary routine!
Possibility that one of the two girls may be selected for the YOG.
